PLAGIARISM MAKE-UP ASSIGNMENT 
DUE DATE:  Monday, May 22nd, 2017 at the beginning of your class period
This deadline is fixed and will not be extended for any reason, including absence or technical difficulties. 

Irrefutable plagiarism and/or NOT citing your information has been identified in your research paper. Due to the presence of this plagiarism, you will receive an incomplete/zero for the paper; however, this can be turned into an opportunity to learn from your errors and hopefully improve your score. If you complete both parts of the following assignment, you will be able to earn up to, but not beyond, a score of 60/100, a significant increase from the zero that comes with plagiarism. Failure to complete all of assignment requirements or meet its deadline will mean the grade of zero will stand.  


This is NOT about apologizing for the plagiarism; it should be a careful review of reasons for how it occurred. These may include a misunderstanding of the ethical use of sources, incorrect MLA citations (particularly for paraphrases), carelessness, and/or intent. It is in your best interest to genuinely understand the reason behind the plagiarism that occurred, particularly if you are going to college. Consider also, your previous high school English teachers have covered this for every research paper you have been assigned, and in this class we went through documents explaining the types of plagiarism and likely even marked it on some of your rough drafts.

SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF THE FOLLOWING STEPS IS REQUIRED TO EARN THE 60%. IF ANYTHING IS LEFT OUT OR INCOMPLETE THE GRADE WILL NOT BE CHANGED.
1. You must watch the tutorials on the University of Indiana Bloomington School of Education site that will teach you about forms of plagiarism and then pass a test that will earn you a certificate that must be printed and turned in. WARNING: this step will take you a long time; the tutorials are lengthy and the test is not easy, so budget your time wisely. You may take the test as many times as necessary, but the site will only provide feedback on the kinds of questions you got wrong, not the question numbers. The site you need to go to is https://www.indiana.edu/~academy/firstPrinciples/index.html I will put this link on my webpage, or you can type it in to your web browser.
2. Once you are able to clearly understand your mistakes, you will produce a new draft of the essay in which you: 
a. Correct all instances of plagiarism in your paper

b. After any corrected paragraph, type in the names of all type(s) of plagiarism that occurred (as explained in the tutorials you watched)

c. Print this new final draft and, using a highlighter, mark all of the changes/corrections you have made from the draft you turned in on May 10th
d. Print the certificate you earned from the U. of I. website

e. Turn in all of the above documents, along with all of your original drafts and paperwork by the due date listed above.

MLA Citation Format Adapted from the MLA Handbook, 7th edition

MLA citation format is a method for formatting your paper and documenting the sources of information you use in your paper. The proper use of a citation format such as MLA can help you avoid plagiarism. 

Parenthetical citations within the text of your paper let your reader know when you’ve used information from another source. The parenthetical citation corresponds to a source listed on your works cited page. 

You must cite the source within your text any time you use others’ work, facts, ideas, statistics, diagrams, charts, drawings, music, or words in your paper. Whether you quote, paraphrase, or summarize a single phrase or a whole chapter, you must acknowledge the original author no matter how much of the source you use or how often you use it. 

When you quote from a source, be sure to put quotation marks around the author’s exact words, and be sure the quoted material is copied exactly. Even if you use just a few words from an author in a sentence that is mostly your own, you still have to use quotation marks around those apt words and cite your source parenthetically at the end of the sentence. 

When you paraphrase, or put information from a source into your own words, you must change not only the words of the original source, but also the sentence structure, and you must cite the source within your text. Even if your whole paragraph is a paraphrase or summary of one source, it is not acceptable to cite only at the end of the paragraph. You must clearly signal where your borrowing begins and cite throughout the paragraph as necessary to make clear to your reader that you are still borrowing from the same source. 

The format of your paper should follow these guidelines: double space the entire paper, including the heading and title, quotations, and works cited list; set one-inch margins for all sides of the paper; include a header with your last name and the page number one-half inch from the top of the paper and flush with the right margin. Use a readable, 12-point font. 

PLAGIARISM TUTORIAL AND CERTIFICATION
It is necessary for you to take the tutorials and earn a certificate from the University of Indiana verifying you are clear about the kinds and types of plagiarism. This certificate must be printed and turned in with the other parts of the assignment. For (hopefully) obvious reason the tutorials and certification must be completed before you can make the right changes to your essay.
WARNING: This step will take you a great deal of time, so budget accordingly. Your due date will not be extended if you run into trouble at the last minute.

These test items nonetheless illustrate ways that writers knowingly T
plagiarize with hopes of not getting caught, or who are ignorant, lazy, or just careless.
The tests are challenging for most people, requiring concentration and attention to detail. It often takes multiple Retrieve and
attempts before passing. The best way to minimize time and frustration is first to do all the tutorials. Validate Certificates
People who report completion of most or all of the tutorials are 3 to 5 times more likely to pass a
Certification Test, when compared with those who do not.

‘The academic community highly values the acknowledgment of contributions to knowledge. When you properly

acknowledge the contributions to knowledge made by other people, you are showing respect for their work. You
are giving credit where credit is due. You are not misleading the reader to believe that your ideas and words are
solely your own.

The disciplinary consequences of documented plagiarism at Indiana University (1U) can be severe. As a student
you could receive a failing grade or be expelled from the university. In extreme cases, your degree could be
revoked if plagiarism is discovered after you have graduated.

‘Thus, avoiding plagiarism is important - both in writing and speaking. This instruction will help you to
understand and recognize plagiarism.

It typically takes between 50 and 60 minutes to learn from this instruction and to take a Certification Test. Most
people divide their learning into 2 different sessions of about 25 to 30 minutes each. Each Certification Test
typically takes 5 to 10 minutes. If you do not pass, feedback is provided about the kinds of mistakes you made.
You can take 35 many Certification Tests as you want.
